It helps to widen their scope of
activity and enhance their independence. New models of
electric wheelchairs are available in the market to fit the need
of different users. With the improvement of facilities in our
community, wheelchairs have become more accessible. As a
result of the growing popularity in using electric wheelchairs,
the needs for maintenance of the wheelchairs have increased.
Responding to these growing demands, our Association has
launched a new service ‘Electric Wheelchair Repair Clinic
and Resource Centre’ which is funded by the S. K. Yee Medical
Foundation since November 2002. It aims at providing a
comprehensive and one-stop service for electric wheelchair
users. The scope of service includes the followings:

1. Preventive Maintenance Service

Home-based maintenance and regular checkup services
are provided by our engineer. Potential problems can be
detected at an early stage which can significantly prolong the
life of wheelchairs.

2. Repair Service

Effective repairing service at reasonable and affordable
charge will be rendered by our engineer. Purchase of spare
parts can be arranged if necessary.

3. On-loan Service

This service can help users to maintain their daily routines
and productivity during the repairing period of their electric
wheelchair.
