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A DMM Digicam-Monitor-Magnifier Compact Visual System for
Low-vision Students (DMM) was developed which aimed at improving both
the teaching and learning effectiveness of the teachers and students in our
school. The DMM, consists of a digital video camrecorder, LCD screen and
magnifier, was designed to cater the need of the students, environment of
the classroom and the integration of students with special needs in ordinary
schools. The device is easy to operate. Students with visual impairment can
now read the information on the blackboard or whiteboard as well as images
shown on TV without leaving their seats. With the help of the DMM,
information in textbook or worksheet can now be magnified. Teachers can
now concentrate on conducting lessons rather than having to worry about

the students who have difficulties in notes taking during lessons.

The DMM is still put on trial. Positive feedbacks are received from
both teachers and students. A number of suggestions are collected, for
example, the size of the DMM can be smaller, castors can be installed and
the clarity of the image of the LCD can be improved. We would like to
