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Thin Switch

The Thin Switch, as compared with other switches,.is
light and handy. The outer shell is made of plastic
materials with the size of 100mm width and 8mm thick.
This switch is available in various colours. It is highly
sensitive as compared with other single switches such
that it can serve the function of a light touch switch.
The switch is suitable for use by those with poor hand
function, such as people suffered with stroke or frail
elders. They can use it as a single switch to activate the
bedside alarm to call for help when in need. Besides, it
can be connected to the scanning keyboard to enable
physically handicapped persons with weak hand
function to have access to computer. The thin switch is
easy to install and is ready for use by connecting the

plug of the switch to any adapted devices.
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Portable Mini Ramp

Electric wheelchair constitutes a significant part in the

, daily living of people with mobility problems.

However, the greatest difficulties encountered by
electric wheelchair users are to climb up steps or kerbs.
Even one small step would become a great barrier to
them. In view of this, our Association has designed a
portable mini ramp. It is formed by two small wooden
blocks which is connected by a chain to fix the width
of the ramp. The face of the ramp is covered by 3M
safety-walk slip resistant materials. It enables electric
wheelchair users to climb up steps up to 4”or even
above. Due to its small size, electric wheelchair users
can just put it at the back of their wheelchairs when
going out. The standard size of the mini ramp is 4”
height x 8” width x 9” length and can be tailored-made
in accordance to users” specific needs. Therapists are
welcomed to recommend this new device to their
service users.

Three disabled persons who previously
received laundry training in The Endeavor are
employed to manage the new business. Apart from
laundry work, a wide range of work opportunities
such as counter services and delivery services can
also be provided to disabled persons.

To our stakeholders this new venture has given
them an invaluable experience. Our commercial
partners considered the collaboration an
opportunity for them to contribute to the
community. For our disabled employees, they
regarded the employment as a challenge. They
have to learn to work independently and a period
of time is need for them to adapt to the new
environment as well as the work requirements.
However, they have also gained self-confidence
and can now integrate into the society.

The business has been in operation for a relatively
short period of time and has not yet achieved a
break even. Some time will be needed to build up
a concrete customer base before the business can
become self-sufficient. However, the ultimate goal
of the business is to provide employment
opportunities for disabled persons such that they
can integrate into the community. Regarding this
point, The Clean Laundry has already achieved its

goal.

February 2005 with the funding support from the
"Enhancing Employment of People with
Disabilities Through Small Enterprise" Project
launched by the Social Welfare Department. The
project is operated in a commercial mode and is
expected to be self-sustainable after the expiry of
the funding support. Moreover, the venture has to
provide employment opportunities for disabled
persons, which constitutes a minimum of 60% out
of the total staff force.

Through the operation of laundry service by The
Endeavor, our Integrated Vocational Rehabilitation
Services Centre, invaluable experience was gained
which paved the way for the starting up of a
profitable laundry business. The Clean Laundry
concentrates on the provision of laundry and dry
cleaning services to residents of private housing
estates through the setting up of collection counters
in these estates. Our targeted customers are private
housing estates with residents largely composed
