About the Centre
The rapid development in information technology

and communications has affected literally all aspects of .

our daily living. Yet, such advancement has failed to
benefit certain groups in our community, namely people
with disabilities and elderly. With the generous support
from The Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust, the
Jockey Club Digital Inclusion Centre is established in
September 2011. The Centre aims at narrowing the
“digital divide” existing in our society through the

provision of various types of services. The ultimate goal %

is to enable people with disabilities and elderly to enjoy
digital accessibility in much the same way as everyon
else in our society.

We Provide

The Centre provides different kinds of services for
service users to solve the problems encountered in their
daily living through the application of information and
communication technology such that they can live more
independently and integrate into the community. Details
on the services are as follow:

a) Digital Accessibility Clinic (e-Clinic)

To provide assessment and tailor made solutions
for service users. This one stop service can facilitate
digital accessibility and enhance the quality of life of
the users. Both centre-based and outreach services

will be rendered to cater for their varying needs.

b) Hardware & Software Development Workshop
(e-Workshop)

To design, fabricate and provide appropriate
hardware and software to facilitate utilization and
application of information and communication
technologies.

¢) Distance Learning Institute (e-Institute)

To provide online training courses for people
with disabilities, elderly, trainers, caregivers and
parents so as to equip them with the knowledge and
skills required for utilization of information and
communication technologies.

d) Digital Inclusive Playground (e-Playground)

To utilize and apply information technology in
the training for disabled children and their parents.
The service also provides fundamental exploration
and training for service users with a view to enhance
their knowledge and command of modern computer
technologies.
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e) Digital Resources Platform (e-Pedia)

To provide comprehensive and user friendly online rehabilitation resource database which enables users to search
and select their needed information without the constraints of time and geographical location.

/) Digital Cognitive Training for Elderly (e-Brain)
To utilize and apply digital technologies in training for elderly with various cognitive problems.

g) ICT Demonstration Room

To collect and demonstrate updated information and communication technology products. Service users can try
out the exhibits to select the most appropriate devices to purchase.

h) Drop-In Computer Room

To serve as a drop-in computer centre with assistive devices available for loan to people with disabilities and elderly
to facilitate accessibility to computer.

Our professional staff team composes of occupational therapists, social worker, electronic engineer, software
engineer and webpage designer. The team can provide individual assessment and group training; design and fabricate
assistive devices; organize computer training and online courses and updated information on digital technology related
to rehabilitation for people with disabilities and elderly.

The Centre has commenced operation since November, 2011 and has started to provide indivfdual assessment and
group training for children and adolescents suffering from autism, dyslexia and hyperactivity disorder. In addition,
group and individual training for the elderly suffering from cognitive impairment are also rendered. Through early
intervention and treatment, improvement can be made and further deterioration can be deferred.

To enhance the knowledge their on information and communication technology, a wide range of training courses
including basic computer application, training courses on Movie Maker, Photo Impact and Facebook are organized for
service users. Moreover, the Centre also collaborated with other NGOs which included Caritas Fu Heng Home for the
Elderly, ELCHK Kwai Chung District Support Centre for People with Disabilities and Sik Sik Yuen Ho Tai
Neighborhood Centre for Senior Citizens in service provision.
