With the funding support from Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities
Trust, the Jockey Club Digital Inclusion Centre was set up in
2011. The Centre aims to facilitate digital accessibility amongst
elderly and people with disabilities through the provision of
various types of services. The ultimate goal is to narrow “digital
divide” in our society such that both elderly and people with
disabilities can also benefit from the application of information
and communication technology and thereby also improve their
quality of life. Approaching the fourth year of its operation, the
Centre will continue to pursuit its mission in the provision of
innovative and quality services which enables elderly and people
with disabilities to enjoy the advancement of technology in much
the same way as everyone in society.

The Centre operates the following services :

e-Clinic

A team of professionals including occupational ther
software engineer and electronic engineer collaborate to conduct
assessment and provide tailor-made solutions for individual
service users and/or organizations with the goal to facilitate
digital accessibility and to improve the quality of life of the
service users. Both centre-based and outreach services will be
rendered to cater for the varying needs of the users.

e-Workshop

The service concentrates on the design, fabrication and provision of
appropriate hardware and software to facilitate utilization and
application of information and communication technology among
elderly and people with disabilities. The service will tie in with e-Clinic
to design and produce different hardware and software. In addition, the
service will also develop hardware and software on its own so as to
promote the development of technology locally and bridge the digital
divide. During the past years, e-Workshop has developed nine products
which can be prescribed by service users. After sale services are also
provided for the users.

e-Playground and e-Brain

Operated by occupational therapists, the service applies ICT in the
assessment and training of service users so as to upgrade the
effectiveness of the training. ‘“‘e-Playground” served children with
disabilities or with special needs aged 2 to 16 while “e-Brain” served
elderly aged 60 or above and/or with cognitive impairment. The Center
co-operate with various NGOs and schools to render in-house and
outreaching training and services for their clients.

Other than the above services, the Centre also operates e-Institute,
e-Pedia, ICT Demonstration Room and Drop-In Computer Room.
e-Institute is a online learning platform which facilitates users to
acquire ICT skills via internet while e-Pedia serves as a online resource
library on rehabilitation available for public surfing. Both services
enable users to acquire ICT knowledge and skills without being confined
by geographical and time factors.

ICT Demonstration Room provides product demonstration service.
Through visit and demonstration, users can gain greater understanding
of the functions of the products which can facilitate them to select the
most appropriate devices. Drop-in Computer Centre organized various
computer and ICT training courses for elderly and people with
disabilities to assist them to acquire related skills and knowledge.

Being a brand new service, various promotional activities are launched
to introduce the services to potential users and the general public.
Promotion is conducted via establishment of website, distribution of
service pamphlets and organization of open day and product
demonstration. In both 2013 and 2014, the Centre’s website was
conferred the Gold Award of the Web Accessibility Recognition Scheme
organized by the Office of Government Chief Information Officer and
the Equal Opportunities Commission. The award aims to encourage and
commend relevant organizations for designing and operating website
with rehabilitation value, which enables people with disabilities to have
easy access.

Looking ahead, the Centre will continue to promote and facilitate elderly
and people with disabilities in the application of ICT through the
development of varying service modes and products such that the users
can have access to and benefit from the digital world which can improve
their quality of life.
