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The Endeavor Ecofam

The Endeavor Ecofarm, established in September 2013, is a
venture that incorporates both the elements of environmental
protection and social service. It is located at Leung Hong Lane,
Tuen Mun, with an area of about 2,060 sq. metres which is
adjacent to the Tai Hing Operational Base of the Hong Kong Police
Force and Kin Sang Estate. With the support from ‘Environment
and Conservation Fund’, a roadside wasteland with overgrown
weeds was transformed into a community garden with good
harvest of vegetables. Apart from the provision of vocational
training opportunities on horticulture for people with disabilities,
the Ecofarm also aims at arousing public awareness in greening,

environmental protection and social integration.

The Ecofarm provides a variety of activities including rental of
planters, organization of horticultural activities and education on
green living and environmental protection. The Ecofarm has an
experienced instructor who can assist and advise to the participants
in planting. In addition, the Ecofarm also provides horticultural
work skills training for interested service users of our integrated
vocational rehabilitation Centre. The training includes, weeding,
irrigation, cultivating seedling and repairing of the garden.
Through these trainings, the service users can serve the public and
enhance their integration into the community. Furthermore,
horticultural activities are arranged for the participants of The
Endeavor’s “Work Extension Program” (WEP). Through these
activities, the participants can enjoy their moment in the activities

and can also improve their community participation.
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To enhance the educational and therapeutic functions provided by the Ecofarm, a “herbs garden” is
established. Different species of herbs are planted in the garden, participants can walk around and smell the
scents of the herbs which is an amazing experience for them. The Ecofarm does not use chemical fertilizers

and chemical pesticides and try to increase the variety of the crops planted.

The Endeavor Ecofarm has recently launched a tailor made delivery service for ‘Vegetables Basket’ and ‘Small
Potted Plant’. This freshly pack and delivery service can provide meaningful, green and memorable gifts for

the customers.

In addition to the provision of vocational training opportunities for the people with disabilities, the Ecofarm
also becomes a comfortable spot for the general public. People can enjoy their leisure with their children,
participate in the greening activities, acquire knowledge in horticulture and enjoy the harvest. If you want to
participate in these greening activities and develop a green life style as well as providing training opportunities
for people with disabilities, you are welcome to join as member of the Ecofarm.
