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Act Now - Be our EMV Volunteer!

In the early 1980s, an ambitious group of university graduates who have professional qualifications
in Engineering and Medicine came up with the idea of organizing voluntary rehabilitation work for
the disabled. They borrowed several desks of the Agency for Volunteer Service and incubated
the prototype of EMV. Throughout the past 42 years
and across different eras, EMV gradually gained social
recognition. Funding from all walks of life has enabled
us to expand to a total of 9 offices or service centers
providing 20 services. Over 100,000 elderly, physically
and mentally disabled, and people recovering from
mental iliness benefit from our services annually.

As a pioneer in providing comprehensive rehabilitation
services, EMV has always been fulfilling its mission
and_implementing professional volunteer services.
We recruit service-related volunteers, nearly half are
professionals in our database, such as Engineers for
rehabilitation equipment, Specialists and Nurses, Occupational/
Physical Therapists, ete.




We equally value every volunteer who is willing to
contribute their expertise or time. Over the year, volunteers
experienced in home repairs for elderly were newly joined,
helping to fix the lighting system, broken door, water
leakage, and doorbell etc. to improve the living environment
of our service users, reduce safety hazards and home
accidents. We have amateur photographers who volunteered
to take photos for the association; and an Arborist to help
restore EMV’s Eco Farm voluntarily after Typhoon No. 10.

EMV encourages volunteer mutual assistance among our
service units in which we mobilize service users to assist
others in need. For instance, users from the "Supported
Employment Service" unit delivered Mid-Autumn Festival
gifts to the elderly of the "Integrated Home Care Service".
This facilitates the reversal of roles of receiving and giving,
users are trained in social responsibility, self-confidence
building and a spirit of cooperation; while providing the
elderly with additional care and attention at the same time.

We continue to expand and connect with professional groups and individuals for our volunteer development as
well as volunteer network. We are grateful to the Buddhist Compassion Relief Tzu Chi Foundation HK and its
affiliation "Tzu Chi Medical Association", which is composed of Western and Chinese medical professionals,.
We began our collaboration by co-organizing a series of free clinic services and a health talk for our service
users. Besides, we cooperate with like-minded NGOs and academia, to revitalize the "Care for the Elderly
Living Alone" Program established 34 years ago, aiming to serve more beneficiaries.

Voluntary work can light up other people, and to bring meaning
and purpose to one’s life. It is important to not just act timely,
but also to persevere. Without the passionate young people to
embark on their innovative volunteering ideas decades ago and
their persistence, there would be no EMV serving millions of
beneficiaries cumulatively.

As early as 2017, our association began exploring the use of 3D printing technology
to manufacture parts required for the production of assistive equipment. Initially, the
social worker in charge of the Information Technology Solutions for Rehabilitation
collaborated with colleagues skilled in metalworking to research and gradually gain
expertise in the field. We started by learning how to assemble 3D printers from
individual parts and then proceeded to familiarize ourselves with relevant computer
software for 3D modeling and other development tasks. Throughout this process, our
technicians learned and advanced step by step, successfully resolving numerous

technical challenges.
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Currently, our service not only fulfills the demand for parts needed in the
daily production of assistive instruments but also possesses the capability
to accept 3D printing orders from external organizations. In order to meet
the increasing service requirements, we have established a dedicated
studio for our operations. This studio is currently managed by a full-time
technician, overseeing a fleet of dozens of 3D printers. To further enhance
our service capabilities, we are planning to diversify our 3D printing
technologies through various channels. This includes seeking funding to
acquire printers of different types and specifications, as well as accepting

donations of 3D printers, scanners, and plotters.
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In addition, we have initiated the provision of training courses for individuals
with disabilities who are interested in the field of 3D printing. Our aim is
to elevate their technical skills and, consequently, improve their income
opportunities. Simultaneously, this endeavor serves as a means of securing
a stable supply of technical talent for our future development. We have
commenced recruitment of training participants, engaged experienced
instructors, and procured an array of 3D printers, materials, and equipment.
Our aspiration is for the service to evolve along dual tracks of training and
production design, providing increased opportunities and support for our

beneficiaries.
